Three shoreland gardens have been planted so far, includin
RosenfasmlddBtrdee,erwss t h five or six more to come this
fall including one rain garden. Reas said she is waiting f
er, wetter weather for those properties where someone i s n
available to water the new plants frequently.

The project is part of the Healthy Lakes grant from the
partment of Natur al Resources. The grant provides 75 perce
funding for a 350 square foot native plant area along a sh
line. The CLPA pays an additional 15 percent, |l eaving propg
owners just 10 percent, wusually around $100. The grant al s
includes money for the Afish sticksd habitat i mprovement t
the Sportsmanés Club plans to expand this winter.

Hosking said she |l oves her new garden and is encouraging
her neighbors to join the program. Some of the plants useda
clude conetfelyewe rSau,s alnlsaakd wil d gerani um.
